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In order to intensify the campaign "Hara Punjab Khara Samaj" Desh Bhagat Group of Institutes continued to distribute and plant the trees in other villages of Punjab. Committed to make Hara Punjab a movement, Mrs. Tajinder Kaur Vice Chairperson Desh Bhagat Group of Institutes, urged the residents of villages to understand the importance the tress.
